Please set the left and right margins to 2 centimeters and the bottom and upper margins to 2.5 centimeters. The invited papers (of 50 minutes presentation) are limited to 10 pages and the papers of the technical sessions (of 25 minutes presentation) are limited to 6 pages. Do Not Number the Pages! 
2. TYPING INSTRUCTIONS

Please follow the instructions carefully.

2.1 Typing

Please use TIMES NEW ROMAN 12 points font. Use single spacing. Use left and right justifications. Each paragraph should be intended with 0.5 centimeters.

2.2 Headings

Title headings – center the title of your paper at upper margin of 5 centimeters, using capital TIMES 14 bold characters. Skip one line and type the full name(s) of the author(s) centered using lower and upper case letters of 12 bold characters. Please underline the lecturer.

Manuscripts should be divided into numbered sections and subsections.

Major headings – print in capital, bold and underlined 12 points characters, and center.

Sub-headings – print in lower and upper case letters, bold, underlined and left justification.

The sections should follow the next order:

1. INTRODUCTION

2. MAIN TEXT

2.1 …

3. …

4. CONCLUSIONS

5. REFERENCES

6. NOMENCLATURE

7. ACKNOWLEDGMENT

Leave one line before and after each major heading and only one line before each subheading.

2.3 Abstract

Separate the abstract by two lines from the affilation and one line from the introduction, center at total width of 11 centimeters.

2.4 Figures and Tables

Insert figures, diagrams and tables at the appropriate position and in the appropriate size in the text together with its caption, for example: “Fig. 5: …”, or “Table 3: …” using the same typing as in the text. The captions should appear at the bottom of the figures and at the top of the tables separated by one line. Separate the figures and tables together with their captions, as a unit, from the main text by one line and center. All figures and tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals in the sequence in which they are cited.

Figures, diagrams, tables and photos should be of high quality. Only high contrast photos should be used. Do not use colored photos or figures!

2.5 Equations

Write the mathematical equations in the manuscript at the places in which they belong. They should stand-alone to the left-hand side margin. The equation number should be given in brackets, for example: (10), close to the right hand side margin. Only one equation stays in a line separated by one line from the main text (above and below). Equations should be referred in the text by their number, for example: Eq. (8).

2.6 References

List and number all bibliographical references in the order in which they are cited at the end of the paper. The reference list should correspond in detail to the following examples:

1. J.A.S. Cleaver, M. Ghadiri and N. Rolfe, Impact Attrition of Sodium Carbonate Monohydrate Crystals, Powder Technology 76, pp. 15-22, 1993.

2. M. Rhodes, Introduction to Particle Technology, John Wiley & Sons, New York, 1998.

The references should be referred in the main text by using brackets, for example: Cohen [3], Levy and Cohen [9], Levy et al. [12].

2.7 Nomenclature

The Symbols/Nomenclature used should be explained at the end of the text in a separate chapter. Only SI-units are to be used, for example: “m – particle mass, kg”.

3. CONCLUSIONS

Manuscripts should be sent by email as attached documents to fsolids@ortra.com by MAY 12, 2006 and in two formats: PDF and Microsoft WORD. Each author is requested to proofread his own manuscript. Contents and layout are the sole responsibility of the authors. Hand written corrections or typed additions, inconsistent with the general format will not be accepted.
