THE SPIRIT OF IMAGO AND THE SPIRIT OF JUDAISM – DIALOG BETWEEN IMAGO THERAPY AND JEWISH SOURCES

The basic assumption of Rabbi Cohen is that the flow in creation is enabled by the power of man being a partner to the Creator in bringing the universe to its fruition/to its essence.

They will discuss challenging cultural issues related to working with a closed community characterized by conservative norms and values.
