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Introduction

These instructions give you guidelines for preparing your abstract for the 2008 IEEE International Conference on Microwaves, Communications, Antennas and Electronic Systems (IEEE COMCAS 2008).  The margins and required spacing between different sections are demonstrated for author’s convenience. If you are using Word 6.0 or higher, just highlight each section and replace with your own text.  Otherwise, use this template as a guideline to compare your final document in terms of margins, font sizes and spacing.

Basic Guidelines

The language of the conference is English.  The abstract must be limited to two pages including text, references, and figures.  Only single column formats will be accepted.  The introduction should indicate clearly how the submission relates to previous work and the unique aspects of the current submission.  Footnotes should not be used except for credits to sponsoring agencies.

The text should be formatted single-spaced and sized for A4 paper.  The title should be centered 2.5 cm from the top of the first page.  The author’s (or authors’) name should be one line below the title. If there are multiple authors, the presenter is to be identified with an asterisk. Titles (including academic degrees) should not be included with the author names. Complete organizational affiliation(s) should be one line below the author’s name. The text should start two lines below the last name.  Page Margins should be 2.54 cm (1 Inch) all-round. 

DO NOT use page numbers or exceed 2 pages.

Paragraphs are to be separated with one blank line.  Submission must withstand a linear reduction to 70% of original size and maintain readability.  Times New Roman font type is mandatory, 14 point BOLD CAPITAL LETTERS for the abstract title, 11 point Italics for the affiliations, 12 point regular for the authors’ names and the abstract text.  

Figures and Photos

For clarity and readability, it is desirable to keep figures or photos clean and simple.  Generally, the figures or photos included in the paper are the same as those used during the visual presentation at the conference.  They should be black and white (grayscale) and referenced in the text of the paper.  They should have a short caption directly underneath with a concise explanation of the figure or photo.


PDF Conversion


All submissions will be electronic and in Microsoft Word (.doc), or Rich Text Format (.rtf), preferably with a .pdf copy.  Bitmapped text, as well as Latex and other printing pre-process formats, are not permitted.

Submission Process

Abstracts should be submitted online via the COMCAS website: www.comcas.org. Alternatively, only if for some reason, you are unable to use the online submission tool you may send your file by E‑mail to comcas@ortra.com. All future correspondence will be made using the E-mail address provided upon submission. 
Please ensure that you have not set password protection on your abstract file.  Only the author that submits the paper will receive an acknowledgement of the submission.
